Why a Portfolio?

Soon, the ECSE 

department will help you align skills that various employment/research opportunities are looking for!  We 

hope to create a searchable database for employers/research groups to find you and the work you’ve 

done to learn throughout your curriculum and especially in your core ECSE classes!  Yes, I do know of 

students who have gotten employment based on their demonstrated work alone AND NOT their GPA.  Ask 

Prof. Sawyer about it….
