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Running TSuprem Remotely
1. 
Go to the Start Menu, All Programs, Cygwin, Cygwin Bash Shell

2. 
At the prompt type 


XWin –multiwindow –clipboard –logfile /dev/null &
3. 
Once it stops loading press enter to bring up a new prompt and type 



export DISPLAY=127.0.0.1:0
4. 
Then type 


ssh –Y –l username rce-01.ecse.rpi.edu



where you replace username with your own username.  If asked a question type yes.

5.
 You will be prompted to enter your password; do so.  (note, you will not see any letters or marks come up on the screen, but the date is being entered.

6. 
Type emacs filename & to open an editor window that you can write and edit code in.

7. 
Once this code is ready to run type tsuprem4 filename
8.
To obtain a screenshot press and hold alt and then press the PrtSc button.  This can then be pasted into Microsoft Paint.
Running TSuprem in CII6118
1. After entering your username & password, open a consol/terminal window.

2. Continue from steps 6 and 7 above.

3. Open the screenshot or xv program in order to obtain a screenshot and then using Netscape or another web browser email the images to yourself.
